the Texas Declaration of Independence on March 2, 1836. On that date, delegates

remaining (of the original five) copy of this document can be seen at the Texas State Archives in
Austin, Texas.

RESIDENTS MEET WITH eieﬂferPofnt-

At the January 29 Civic Club meeting, SF residents met with ﬂe’g}' representatives to express
their concerns and frustrations regarding the removal of numerous trees from the CenterPoint easement east and west
of Ella Blvd. The massive removal of trees recently took place without notice to residents or the Civic Club. Concerns
included the displacement of wildlife and birds, bright lights from the warehouses along the 3
easements, loss of a natural sound barrier, devaluation of properties along the easement, traffic in the
easement, drainage, the general environmental impact of the trees, and the loss of some very old,
beautiful trees that Shepherd Forest residents claimed were not a threat to fences or electrical towers.

INDEPENDENCE DAY

Centerpoint admitted that it had done no impact study nor sought community input prior to beginning
to remove the trees, but said that the property belongs to Centerpoint and it can remove the trees regardless of the
opinion of neighboring residents. After a lengthy and heated discussion, Centerpoint agreed to temporarily halt the
removal of trees until they could study all the issues and concerns brought forth by residents at the meeting.

Since the meeting, Centerpoint has notified the Civic Club that after further consideration of residents’ concerns and
assessment of the remaining trees, they will remove all trees left on the easement starting the week of February 12",
Centerpoint stated that issues including drainage, easement access, trash, and lighting are still being worked on. If you
have additional concerns not being addressed, please contact the Shepherd Forest Civic Club at info@shepherdforest.org.
The Civic Club continues to oppose the removal of the trees by Centerpoint and advocates the concerns of our residents.
Residents will be updated with the latest information from Centerpoint as it becomes available.

Some of this took place in the middle of the day and some in the wee hours of the night. Several recent Shepherd Forest

victims of crime have chosen to not report the crime to HPD. Numerous other crimes that were reported occurred on the
borders of Shepherd Forest along West 34" (between Shepherd & Mangum) as well as along Ella Blvd.

Please pay attention to what you see around you and don’t hesitate to contact HPD if something
doesn’t look right. You never know how your information could be related to another crime or how
the picture you just snapped could help solve a crime ring in the neighborhood. We must all get
involved, talk to our neighbors, and report all crime, regardless of how insignificant it may seem at the time.
After you have made an HPD report, please notify the civic club at info@shepherdforest.org that a crime has occurred in
your area. The number of HPD units assigned to our area is directly linked to the number of calls for service that HPD
receives from our residents. So be sure that you report everything to HPD when it occurs!

OAK FOREST DEVELOPMENT UPDATE

The City reported to the SFCC that owner of Marigny flooding and other issues in Shepherd Forest.

Heights, the housing project currently being built on the
south end of Oak Forest at Ansbury, failed to attend a
recent Municipal Court hearing on the citations he has
received for doing work on the property without permits
This is the third time the owner has failed to show up for
court, and he continues to refuse to be stopped by the
City issuing citations to him. Recently, the owner was
issued his 17™ Citation for doing work without City
permits. Residents continue to be frustrated and
concerned about this development causing severe

Councilmember Abbie Kamin has stated that she is
“monitoring the situation” and “advocating on behalf of
Shepherd Forest residents.” The Civic Club has been in
recent contact with Channel 13 regarding this issue and
continues to pressure the City to take action to stop this
developer. If you see work being done on this project,
please make a 311 report for “building without a permit
at 2002 % Oak Forest.” The Civic Club will continue to
monitor this situation and keep residents informed of the
latest developments as they happen.

Primary Elections for
both political parties in Harris County will be
held on Tuesday, March 5th, 2024. Voters
are allowed to vote at any voting location
across Harris County for Early Voting and on
Election Day. Early voting for the Primaries
will be held from February 20™ through
March 1st at multiple locations, and just like
on Election Day, voters are allowed to choose
which location they want to vote at.

Voters of any age who are physically unable
to enter the polling place may ask the
presiding election official to allow them to
vote outside the polling place or “curbside”.
Just pull into the designated “Curbside
Voting" spot near the entrance to the polling
place and push the button for assistance.
