The Harris County Clerk’s office will be conducting Early Voting from Monday, October 24th
through Friday, November 4th at over 30 locations across the County. This allows any registered
voter to vote BEFORE Election Day. Many Harris County voters vote during this two-week period
because they find the schedule much more accommodating than voting on a Do
single election day. (Voters anticipating being out of town during the early YOUR DUTY...
voting period and on Election Day may request a ballot-by-mail (713-368-

7655). Voting by-mail is also open to those individuals who are 65 years of

age, those persons who possess a disability which prevents them from

visiting an early voting or Election Day polling location, or persons currently in a hospital or nursing
facility that are unable to visit an Early Voting or Election Day location. For more information about
the upcoming election, early voting locations, or to request a ballot by mail, log on to
www.harrisvotes.org (Harris County) or www.lwvhouston.org (League of Women Voters) or call
the Harris County Election Info Line at (713) 368-7655.

Parking citations can be contested online within seven days of being issued, eliminating

a trip and an in-person appearance at the Municipal Courts parking adjudication office. All online
services are available at http://www.houstontx.gov/citizensnet/enewsletter092111/parking.html.

FREE NEIGHBORHOOD DEPOSITORY AVAILABLE

The City of Houston Solid Waste Management Department has a FREE Neighborhood Depository
and Recycling Center in North Houston at 9003 North Main, Houston, TX 77022. Neighborhood
depositories provide citizens with a drop-off point to discard heavy trash before their scheduled once-
per-month junk waste/ tree waste collection day. This state-of-the-art facility consists of a concrete
ramp for unloading heavy trash into 40 cubic yard roll-off boxes (“dumpsters”) and a service building,
as well as a drop-off site for recycling. Each user must provide proof of residency (utility bill or
property tax receipt) and a Texas Driver’s License or ID, and may use this service up to four
times per month. The neighborhood depositories accept furniture, tree limbs, stoves and other large
appliances. Appliances containing refrigerant must have a tag attached to them certifying that a
gualified technician has removed the refrigerant. Depositories will also accept up to 10 automobile
tires per trip per residential unit. Household garbage, dead animals, flammable substances, acid
waste, hazardous or toxic substances, explosives, hot ashes, or liquids of any kind will not be
accepted. All neighborhood depositories also accept recyclables. Materials accepted include
aluminum and tin cans, wood waste, plastic bottles and jugs (#1 to # 5 and #7), newspapers
and magazines, cardboard, glass bottles and jars, and used motor oil. For hours of operation
